Il Mont Mars, in gran parte coincidente con la riserva naturale regionale, comprende la testata del vallone del torrente Pacoulaz, sul versante sinistro della bassa
\Valle di Gressoney. Si tratta di un territorio assai esteso altitudinalmente con substrati tipicamente acidi definiti da micascisti, Complesso dei Micascisti Eclogitici
della Zona Sesia-Lanzo, in netto contrasto con la presenza di lenti di marmi.L'ambiente vegetale comprende i piani subalpino e alpino; particolarmente
abbondante & la componente rocciosa e detritica con scarsa vegetazione prevalentemente arbustiva (Ontaneto verde e megaforbieto), mentre la prateria alpina
limitata e discontinua.
